Binu grew up in our girl's home Child Help and 

Care Centre, in Gokarna, Kathmandu. She was 

seven, and at the same time, her younger sister 

Renuka also moved into our orphanage—a calm and 

disciplined girl, always eager to do her best. In my 

opinion, she could complete the education as a 

dentist directly, but she decided not to as in Nepal, a 

relatively new profession, dental hygienist was available. She is studying in grade 12 out of 

13 to become a dental hygienist and says that after some years of work and savings, she 

might go to a higher level and become a dentist. 

Anisha was barely six when she came to our girl's home. Our first documentation was that 

both parents were dead, but later, we found out that there was a living mother who, 

unfortunately, had dumped the girl when her husband passed away. As a result, Anisha has 

suffered significantly from insecurity and anger but has done well at school. Now she is in 

grade 12 and dreaming of a future as an accountant.
